Demo Pitch
Hello my name is Luis Russi from State University of Campinas (UNICAMP), Brazil, and my demo is Hadoop in a Hybrid Cloud, we are working with University of Missouri-Kansas City’s Computer Science & Electrical Engineering (CSEE) Department.
My demonstration shows how we can use public cloud resources to deploy virtual machines that will compose a Hadoop cluster. Such virtual machines are initially created in a private cloud with limited resources. Using the public cloud resources, we can create a hybrid cloud and allow users to run their big data applications in private and public cloud combined resources. This can allow us to deliver a more powerful Hadoop cluster for users, when it is needed. Since creating a Hadoop cluster requires a previous knowledge, it can be used to address the complexity cluster creation and private cloud resources limitations. We’ve been working on GENI platform since last October, and we are adapting our middleware for creating a cluster with virtual machines running Hadoop in CloudLab.
Hadoop in a Hybrid Cloud has increased the big data cluster creating performance, for instance, a Hadoop user can treat their files for counting how many times a word appears in a document. Since we can deploy clusters combining private and public clouds with minimal user interaction, it brings us new configuration challenges.
