How to get on the demo room networks:

Wireless Network

The dedicated demo wireless network is:

 ESSID: Internet2
 Encryption: none

The ESSID is "hidden", so you will need to input it into your
computer manually.

Once you are connected, you will need to click-through a Duke
connection agreement, which you can reach by browsing to any web
page.

IP addresses are dynamic, but should not change for the duration
of the demo session.


Wired Network

The demo wired (ethernet) network is accessible from the ethernet
cables at the demo tables.

Your MAC address must be registered before you can use the wired
network.  If you need to connect a machine, please find a GPO
staffer (someone wearing a white-and-orange "GENI" t-shirt), and
give them your MAC address.  The staffer will get your address
registered and let you know when it is ready to use.

Once your address has been registered, it will be available via
DHCP, or you can assign it manually if you prefer, with the
parameters:

 IP: <as provided>
 Netmask: 255.255.255.128
 Gateway: 152.3.20.1
 DNS1: 152.3.215.25
 DNS2: 152.3.189.18

The address you are given will not change for the duration of the
demo.
